Implication(s): Cosmetic defects | Trip or fall hazard | Difficult access
Location: Throughout Basement
Task: Monitor
Time: Unknown
Note: Some minor hairline cracks were noted in the basement concrete floor. These cracks are of no concern at this
time.
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Walls \ Plaster or drywall
Condition: Cracked
Implication(s): Cosmetic defects
Location: East Living room
Task: Repair
Time: Discretionary
Note: There is a long vertical hairline crack on the living room outside wall, approximately at the chimney level. This
crack may be associated with the condition observed on the outside of the house, where there is brick and mortar
deterioration. Once the outside brick joints have been repointed, when remodeling, this crack should be repaired.

Ceilings \ Plaster or drywall
Condition: Patched
Implication(s): Cosmetic defects
Location: Living room
Task: Repair
Time: Discretionary
Note: The ceiling area above and to the side of the fireplace has been previously patched but there is still a minor crack
around the patched area perimeter. Again, this condition may be associated with the one observed on the chimney brick.
Once the brick repointing has been completed, when remodeling, the owner should repair this area.
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Carpentry \ Countertops
Condition: Burned, cut or worn
Implication(s): Cosmetic defects | Hygiene issue
Location: Kitchen
Task: Repair or replace
Time: Discretionary
Note: The section of countertop near the range is burned. Note the tight fit between the range and the countertop.
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Stairs \ Handrails
Condition: Missing
Implication(s): Fall hazard
Location: Basement Staircase
Task: Provide
Time: Immediate
Note: There is no handrail for the staircase leading to the basement. This condition constitutes a trip hazard. A proper
handrail designed in accordance with current safety standards should be installed on at least one side.

Exhaust fans \ Kitchen exhaust system
Condition: Missing
Implication(s): Hygiene issue
Location: Kitchen
Task: Provide
Time: Discretionary
Note: There is no exhaust fan above the kitchen range. Ideally, a range exhaust fan should be provided to extract the
moist air and avoid the various odours from permeating the home and it should be venting to the outside. The client may
want to consult an appliance specialist on this matter.

Appliances \ Dryer
Condition: The dryer exhaust conduit termination does not have an insect screen. It is recommended that a screen
be provided to prevent the entry of insects and pests into the house.
Location: West Exterior wall
Task: Provide
Time: Discretionary

Condition: The joints in the flexible aluminum conduit used to exhaust the hot and humid air from the dryer are sealed
with duct tape. This is not the correct material for this application; it will quickly dry out and lose its ability to seal the joint.
The joints should be sealed with aluminum foil tape made for this purpose.
Location: Basement Laundry area
Task: Correct
Time: Discretionary
